
A season ticket consists of one ticket for each of the
productions featured in Birmingham Royal Ballet’s
2009–10 Birmingham season brochure.

First decide how many packages you want to buy and
at which price.The booking form uses green and blue
to show which performances are in which price
schedule.There are two columns for subscription
bookings – one for each price schedule. If a
performance is unavailable in your chosen schedule
that portion of the column is coloured gray. All 20
Years Celebration tickets are in the green price
schedule – this has been accommodated in the
package prices. Choose your performance of each
ballet and write the number of packages you want in
the appropriate column(s). Use the first column of
the form to indicate if you would prefer to sit in the
Stalls or Circle.When checking the form, please make
sure that in every column the number of seats
ordered for each show equals the number of packages
you are buying.

If you
wish to purchase tickets next to those of a friend who
is paying separately, please ensure you send both
your booking forms in together. For each order, either

enclose a stamped (50p), self-addressed A5 envelope
or tick the box on the booking form authorising
Birmingham Hippodrome to charge you £1 postage
and packing. Season tickets can only be booked by
post, using the booking form. Processing may take up
to 28 days.

A Direct Debit package is available for season tickets
and any additional tickets purchased at the same time,
but you must submit your booking form to
Birmingham Hippodrome by 31 May. Direct Debit
payments are taken in six instalments, starting June
2009. Packages purchased after 31 May must be paid
for by cheque, credit card or cash (closing date for
paying by cheque or credit card is 15 September).
Please note if you opt for Direct Debit you will receive
confirmation once your application is processed, and
the tickets will then be despatched at the end of July.

To purchase additional tickets for Birmingham Royal
Ballet’s 2009–10 Birmingham seasons, complete the
Individual Tickets column of the booking form.
Individual tickets for any Birmingham Royal Ballet
performance purchased at the same time as a
subscription are not subject to the 25% subscription
discount, but other concessions may apply and the
booking will not incur the 6% transaction charge.
Check the main brochure for details of concessions.
